Go to http://www.golfclassic.org/Volunteer-registration.html  to register.  From there, 

you can either print out a volunteer application and mail it in OR register online.  

Registering online is the fastest and preferred way to sign up.  For returning volun-
teers, log in on the left side of the screen.  If you don’t remember your password 

from last year, enter your email address and click on the “Get Password” button.  
The password will be emailed to you.  If you’re a new volunteer of if you have not 

volunteered recently, you may need to create an account.  Click on the “New Volun-
teer” button on the right side. A screen will open that will allow you  to enter your 

email address and a self-made password.  Next, you will validate them both to be 
sure no typing mistakes were made.  

After you log in for the first time, you will be shown an information screen and will be 
asked to accept the legal waiver.  From there, you will be able to enter all of your 

contact information.  Anything marked with an “*” in the field label is required (it 
must be filled in to save your information.) Notice that you cannot choose a job 

until you have paid your $30 volunteer fee.  You can pay online using a credit card, 
or you can mail a check.  Paying online is secure, and you will be able to complete 

your registration sooner. 

When the Secure VeriSign panel is displayed, be sure to enter the name and address 

that matches what you use for that credit card.  We accept Visa and MasterCard 
only.  If you prefer not to enter credit card information, then just send a check for 

$30 payable to JVCGC, 130 Edinburgh South Drive, Suite 102, Cary, NC 27511.  
Remember, you should only click this button ONCE to pay your fee. 

Once the job choices are open to you, select the one(s) you want.  Note that if you are 
not sure what jobs you want to do, there is a description available by clicking on the 

link titled, “Job Definitions.” Some job positions have already been filled, so some 
people may not get their first choice.  However, we do try to accommodate prefer-
